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UCBH HOLDINGS, INC. REPORTS 11.0% SECOND QUARTER EARNINGS GROWTH

SAN FRANCISCO, July 26, 2007 — UCBH Holdings, Inc. (NASDAQ: UCBH), the holding
company of United Commercial Bank (UCB™), today reported net income of $28.2 million for the
second quarter ended June 30, 2007. This is an increase of 11.0%, compared with net income of $25.4
million for the quarter ended June 30, 2006. The diluted earnings per common share were $0.27 for the
second quarter of 2007, compared with $0.26 for the corresponding period of 2006.

Chairman, President and Chief Executive Officer, Thomas S. Wu said, “We are pleased with our
second quarter financial results, which were driven by double-digit growth in both loans and deposits. At
the same time, we have also achieved solid results in cost management. Following the closing of The
Chinese American Bank acquisition in May 2007, which added approximately $1.0 million of additional
noninterest expenses in the second quarter, our noninterest expenses were $1.1 million lower than that for
the first quarter 2007.

“During the second quarter, new loan commitments, comprised almost exclusively of commercial
loans, remained very strong, and loan originations increased by 20% over the prior year’s second quarter.
As we entered the third quarter, our loan pipeline was $2.43 billion, and we are confident that we will
continue to experience solid loan growth for the remainder of 2007. We were also pleased by the organic
growth in our core deposits, which was achieved through a very disciplined pricing strategy.
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“We completed the acquisition of The Chinese American Bank, headquartered in New York
City, during the second quarter. Our expanded presence enhances our capabilities to better serve our
New York-based customers and increase our market share in this important region. The regulatory
approval process associated with our pending acquisition of Business Development Bank Ltd., based
in Shanghai, China, is proceeding as planned. This acquisition offers UCBH the opportunity for
immediate and significant growth of our commercial and trade finance business in Greater China as
well as in the U.S. We remain on track to close the transaction in the fourth quarter of 2007,”
concluded Mr. Wu.

Second Quarter Operating Results

Net interest income before provision for loan losses for the quarter ended June 30, 2007
increased by $12.7 million, or 19.2%, to $78.7 million, compared with $66.1 million for the same
period of 2006. This increase was primarily due to organic balance sheet growth, and the acquisitions
of The Summit National Bank (“Summit”) in December 2006 and The Chinese American Bank in
May 2007.

The net interest margin was 3.35% for the quarter ended June 30, 2007, compared with 3.50%
for the corresponding quarter of 2006. The decrease in the net interest margin reflected the effect of
the increase in loan yields, which were more than offset by increased deposit cost and the effect of
higher concentration in lower-yielding securities. The net interest margin was 3.26% for the quarter
ended March 31, 2007.

The average cost of deposits during the second quarter of 2007 was 3.77%, compared with
3.22% for the second quarter ended June 30, 2006. The 55 basis point increase in the average cost of
deposits reflects the increase in market interest rates. The increase in the average cost of deposits was
largely offset by a 44 basis point increase in the yield on interest-earning assets. The cost of deposits
at June 30, 2007, was reduced to 3.62%.

The provision for loan losses was $2.1 million for the second quarter of 2007, compared with
$1.2 million for the corresponding quarter of 2006.

Noninterest income decreased by $205,000, or 2.0%, to $9.9 million for the quarter ended
June 30, 2007, compared with $10.1 million for the corresponding quarter of 2006. This decrease
reflected the $2.6 million, or 49.2%, reduction in gain on sale of loans, largely offset by a $1.8 million
increase in commercial banking fees. The reduction in the gain on sale of loans reflected the planned
decreased volume of loan sales in the second quarter of 2007. The increase in commercial banking
fees reflects the increased lending activities in the trade finance and commercial business loan
portfolios.

Noninterest expense for the second quarter of 2007 increased by 15.3% to $42.8 million, from
$37.1 million in the corresponding quarter of 2006. This increase was primarily the result of increased
personnel costs and occupancy expenses related to the acquisitions of Summit in December 2006 and
The Chinese American Bank in May 2007, as well as the additional staffing required to support the
growth of the Bank’s commercial banking business, and the expansion of the Bank’s infrastructure to
support a larger and growing organization.
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The effective tax rate was 35.5% for the second quarter ended June 30, 2007, compared with
32.8% for the corresponding period of 2006. The reduced tax rate in 2006 relates to the utilization of
Enterprise Zone tax credits.

Net income increased by 11.0% to $28.2 million for the quarter ended June 30, 2007,
compared with $25.4 million for the corresponding quarter of the prior year. The annualized return on
average assets (“ROA”) for the quarter ended June 30, 2007, was 1.10%, and the annualized return on
average equity (“ROE”) for the quarter ended June 30, 2007, was 12.90%. The ROA and ROE for the
second quarter of 2006 were 1.25% and 16.2%, respectively. The efficiency ratio was 48.30% for the
second quarter of 2007, compared with 48.74% for the corresponding period of 2006.

Balance Sheet Highlights

Total loan growth during the second quarter of 2007, including loans held for sale, increased
by $508.6 million, or 28.8% annualized, to $7.57 billion, following the sales of $111.8 million of
commercial and multifamily real estate loans during the quarter. Organic loan growth for the quarter
was $336.7 million, or 17.8% annualized, following the loan sales. New loan commitments of $1.11
billion for the second quarter of 2007 were comprised of $1.05 billion of commercial loans and $58.8
million of consumer loans. Commercial business loan originations were $298.5 million in the second
quarter of 2007, compared with $332.2 million in the second quarter of 2006. Construction loan
commitments of $375.4 million in the second quarter of 2007 represented a 22.3% increase over
construction loan commitments of $307.0 million in the corresponding quarter of 2006. Commercial
real estate loan originations increased by 37.1% to $270.9 million in the second quarter of 2007, from
$197.6 million in the second quarter of 2006. The commercial business and construction loan
commitments in the second quarter of 2007 will be drawn upon in the remaining quarters of 2007.
With strong loan commitments in the second quarter, coupled with a loan pipeline of $2.43 billion as
of June 30, 2007, we project strong loan growth through the remainder of 2007. The average loan
yield improved to 7.91% for the quarter ended June 30, 2007, from 7.31% for the quarter ended June
30, 2006, as we continue to improve our loan mix to increase profitability.

Total nonperforming assets as of June 30, 2007, were $34.3 million, or 0.32%, reflecting
management’s continued focus on maintaining high credit quality assets. This is compared with total
nonperforming assets of $24.7 million, or 0.24%, at March 31, 2007. The increase in the
nonperforming assets consists primarily of three commercial real estate loans acquired in conjunction
with The Chinese American Bank acquisition, which were identified during the due diligence process
and are currently in foreclosure and for which no loss exposure is expected and one commercial real
estate loan in Northern California that is expected to be paid off in August 2007. Net loan charge-offs
were $1.4 million for the quarter ended June 30, 2007, compared with net loan charge-offs of $2.5
million for the quarter ended June 30, 2006. Annualized net loan charge-offs for the second quarter of
2007 were 0.07%, compared with 0.16% for the corresponding quarter of 2006.

The ratio of allowance for loan losses to loans held in portfolio was 0.91% at June 30, 2007,
compared with 0.93% at December 31, 2006, and 0.91% at March 31, 2007.

The securities portfolio was $1.90 billion at June 30, 2007, compared with $2.44 billion at
December 31, 2006. The securities portfolio was 17.8% of total assets at June 30 2007, compared
with 23.6% of total assets at December 31, 2006.
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Total deposits increased by $467.2 million, or 13.0% annualized, to $7.67 billion at June 30
2007, from $7.20 billion at December 31, 2006. Organic deposit growth in the first half of 2007 was
$155.5 million, or 4.8% annualized. Noninterest-bearing checking accounts increased by $86.3
million, or 22.5% annualized, in the first half of 2007, to $854.0 million. NOW, checking and money
market accounts increased by $145.9 million, or 20.5% annualized, to $1.57 billion at June 30, 2007,
from $1.43 billion at December 30, 2006. CDs increased by $170.9 million, or 8.4% annualized, to
$4.24 billion at June 30, 2007, from $4.07 billion at December 31, 2006. The average cost of deposits
for the quarter ended June 30, 2007, was 3.77%, an increase of one basis point from 3.76% for the
quarter ended December 31, 2006. The cost of deposits at June 30, 2007, was 3.62%, reflecting
management’s continued execution of our disciplined deposit pricing strategy in today’s market
environment.

Stockholders’ equity increased by $117.0 million, or 29.8% annualized, to $903.1 million at
June 30 2007, from $786.1 million at December 31, 2006. The growth in equity resulted from the
retention of earnings and the acquisition of The Chinese American Bank, which closed in May 2007.
The Tier 1 leverage capital ratio of the Bank was 8.67% at June 30 2007, compared with 9.30% at
December 31, 2006. The higher Tier 1 leverage ratio as of December 31, 2006, reflected the
acquisition of Summit, which was completed on December 29, 2006. The total risk-based capital ratio
of the Bank was 11.25% as of June 30, 2007, compared with 10.53% at December 31, 2006. The
Bank’s capital ratios exceed regulatory requirements, and the Bank continues to be categorized as
“well capitalized.” The Company’s capital ratios approximate those of the Bank, and the Company is
also categorized as “well capitalized.”
